)The conference will be held in the historic Old School Board building in the Civic Quarter of Leeds. The building is located on the junction of Great George Street and Calverley Street. Now part of Leeds Metropolitan University, the building was formerly the headquarters and examination centre of the Leeds School Board. Its neighbours are Leeds City Art Gallery, home to one of the most outstanding collections of 20th Century British art outside of London, and the Henry Moore Institute; a centre for the study and exhibition of sculpture.
